From the Clergy

What do you remember as being one of the first things you were taught when you were 

very young?  

My memory tells me that it was to be grateful for what I had, not to worry about 

something I could do nothing about ( such as bombs flying around, particularly at night 

when searchlights lit up the barrage balloons over London) and to say sorry when I had 

either hurt someone or done something wrong.

Following this beautiful spring we have so far enjoyed, where plum, greengage, pear 

and apple trees have been allowed to flower and produce an early set without being 

scorched by frost, where it has been possible to walk around fields and beside the river 

feeling the warmth of the sun, where birds have arrived and made their nests 

untroubled by wet and windy weather and the wild flowers and early crops have 

blossomed and bloomed giving the sweet scent of early summer – for all of this I find 

myself truly grateful for creation and the continual beauty of nature.

On waking this morning to another sunny day and the prospect of a good Bank Holiday, 

my second memory of life came into play.  We found that a fox had managed to enter 

what we thought was a pretty fool-proof chicken run and had done what foxes do – just 

kill chickens – and had not even taken one carcass away.  My second teaching then 

came into practice.  Although we had done our best to secure our hens, there is always 

the possibility of a 'loophole' – and the crafty fox found it!  Although this is nothing like a 

war memory my early training told me not to fret because there was nothing we could 

do about our dead chickens – but we are doing our best to make it more impossible for a 

further raid when we get our next batch of chickens.

The last memory of early teaching, of saying sorry for a wrong doing, is not only an 

ongoing realisation but also the basis of Christianity.   What does it say in the words of 

the Lord's Prayer –  usually the first prayer any child is taught?  Forgive us our sins, as 

we forgive those who sin against us.  To be forgiven, we must always be ready to 

forgive first.  Maybe the circumstances as to how we feel hurt, or as to how we hurt 

others, are very different – maybe others don't realise how they hurt us or even how 

our words and deeds can and do hurt others?

I believe that the world would be a much happier place if umbrage was not taken so 

quickly, criticism wasn't meted out at the slightest opportunity and we were not 

hounded by media hype, unkind headlines and continual undermining of characters.

Fortunately, in Ickleford, we have a very happy atmosphere where obvious kindness 

and concern is shown to one another, where encouragement and support are readily 

given and , we hope, worries can be shared.  'Love one another, as I have loved you' are 

the words Jesus said. 'Love your neighbour as yourself' is another one.

Let's do our best to continue this lovely spring and hopefully summer with these 

thoughts and kindnesses – and help them to spread in our needy world.
